Neu-Ulm guided city walk  
Napoleon is to blame! Just a single stroke of the pen – and the 
Danube river became the border of two kingdoms. That's how the 
history of Neu-Ulm began – a relatively young city, yet with many 
facets to discover. The 19th century style characterizes the historic 
center of the town. Unlike the Ulm city center with its romantic 
lanes and bends, Neu-Ulm was built in a pre-defined, consistently 
structured standard grid resembling a chessboard. One of the 
most prominent sights is the church of St. John the Baptist, which 
is of architectural significance also beyond the region and was 
built from materials taken from the former Federal fortress. 
Today, the “NU 21” project is a prime example of the rapidly 
progressing urban modernization.

To round off your city walk, relax at the cozy Café Konzertsaal to 
enjoy delicious cake specialties made by their own patissier.

The Ulm Cathedral – our classic
Fond of grand panoramic vistas? Then join us in climbing up the 
cathedral tower! 768 steps – and all the effort you put into it 
will be rewarded by a breathtaking view. You will also learn that 
the construction of this cathedral was not commissioned by any 
bishop or prince in 1377 – the Ulm citizens themselves planned this 
project, which was one of the largest at the time. They contracted 
one of the most eminent architects of this era, Heinrich II. Parler, 
with the realization of this ambitious project in order to further 
strengthen the confidence and pride of the inhabitants of the free 
city. Today, it is hard to believe that the cathedral provided room 
for 20,000 people while the town was inhabited by a mere 10,000 
in the year of the foundation ceremony. During your visit, you will 
get to know these and many other stories about the cathedral.

St. Paul's church in Ulm was built in 1910 as a garrison church and 
was the first ever German church built in architectural concrete. 
Even Le Corbusier was enthusiastic about this building and asked 
the architect, Theodor Fischer, for employment. Long-span rein-
forced concrete girders extend over a width of 27.50 m. Conse-
quently, from a structural point of view, St. Paul's church was not 
compared to other churches of its time but to pure engineering 
structures.
